The City of East Point was 

recently awarded $3.9 million 

in federal grant money to con-

struct pedestrian, bicycle, 

safety and intersection im-

provements in the Central 

Business District (CBD). The 

City must also pay matching 

funds to help cover project 

costs. This is possibly the larg-

est grant award the City has 

ever received and will fund 

the type of infrastructure pro-

ject that cities across the coun-

try covet to reinvigorate and 

increase the appeal of their 

Central Business Districts. 
 

In Metro-Atlanta, similar pro-

jects in Woodstock, Duluth, 

Chamblee, Suwanee, Fayette-

ville, Decatur and Midtown 

have all spurred increased ac-

tivity and private sector in-

vestment. 
 

The grant is part of $34 mil-

lion distributed among 13 gov-

ernments in the metro Atlanta 

area by the Atlanta Regional 

Commission's Livable Centers 

Initiative program, or LCI. To 

be eligible for these transpor-

tation construction funds, 

communities must have al-

ready completed an LCI plan 

that identifies recommended 

projects. The ARC said the 

LCI grant program is intended 

for local governments to make 

designated areas "more walk-

able, livable and, in some 

cases, more supportive of tran-

sit," according to the press 

release announcing the grant 

awards. 

All of the streets included in 

this project's scope; East Point 

St., West Cleveland Ave., 

White Way and  Dorsey Ave. 

are included in the 2004 LCI 

Study, as well as, the current 

Main Street Corridor Transit 

Oriented Development Plan, 

also partially funded by ARC,  

that recently commenced.  
 

The project improvements 

will better connect existing 

activity nodes including the 

HJC Bowden Senior Center, 

banks, Post Office, City Hall, 

parks, restaurants, civic buil-

ings, shops and the East Point 

MARTA Station. The link to 

transit is crucial in leveraging 

the MARTA Station  in down-

town and attracting  new resi-

dents, businesses and visitors. 

This project complements the 

existing Main Street Street-

scape Transportation En-

Above: An example of streetscape  

improvements in another City.

In 1987as part of the Centennial Celebration of East Pointõs 

founding in 1887, the East Point Womanõs Club created a 

quilt illustrating East Point history, historic landmarks and 

prominent businesses.   The quilt features 49 squares that 

were embroidered or appliquéd by hand by 26 members of 

the Womanõs Club. Long-time EPHS member Mildred Finnell 

who was chairman of the Womanõs Club art department at 

the time, designed many of the squares and oversaw making 

of the quilt. Mrs. Finnell said she called on club members to identify personal recollections of East Point 

history and then transfer those ideas to the individual squares.  Club members then spent 1200 hours at 

quilting bees piecing together and quilting this history of East Point in needlework. 

 

The quilt hung in the foyer of East Pointõs City Auditorium until late October 2011 when the East Point 

Preservation Alliance and the East Point Historical Society negotiated an agreement with the City for the 

Historical Society to take temporary possession of the quilt for safe storage and display. 
 

The East Point Historical Society is assuming responsibility for the Centennial Quilt, its safekeeping and 

display in memory of Steven Bramlett, the Societyõs devoted volunteer curator, who died in April 2011. 
 

The quilt is a wonderful illustration of East Pointõs history and is itself a historical artifact.  A sampling of 

the squares includes City Hall,  the Buggy Works, Connally Mill and South Fulton Hospital.   In upcoming 

issues, weõll show how the quiltõs individual squares tell East Pointõs history in unique and beautiful 

pieces of craftsmanship and artwork. You can visit the Historical Society on Thursday and Saturday after-

noons to view the quilt firsthand.
